Members receive a living allowance of  $5600 ($350 bi-weekly, pre-tax); are able to put qualified student loans in forbearance;  may apply for the WI  FoodShare program (eligibility determined by the State); receive gear and an education award of $2199.92 upon successful completion of the term.
